
Because blue-winged teal and green-winged teal usually migrate
through Oklahoma much earlier than many other ducks, hunters are
offered the chance to harvest these birds before the regular duck
seasons. Teal are small, fast fliers and usually are seen in flocks of six to
15 birds. They have an erratic flight pattern, challenging even the best of
wing-shooters.
